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(Editor's Note: In the last newsletter | launched
a new column: "Ask an Expert". | immediately
received a question and passed it on to our
digital and scanning experts, Gary and Nancy
Ratay. Below is the first "Ask an Expert"
column.)

"Ask An Expert"

Question:

| need help organizing old photos that | have
scanned onto my computer. | have Photoshop
Elements 4 on my computer that came with my
scanner.

My question is: Do you organize people
separately or together as a family?

For example: | was Teresa Ryan and now I'm
Teresa McNeal. How do | tie pictures to the 2
folders? So if someone was to look at these
pictures 40 years from now and didn't know
that my maiden name was Ryan how can they
put the 2 folders together? Or if someone was
trying to find a particular grandchild and didn't
know the parents name?

Teresa

Answer (from Nancy and Gary Ratay):
What a good question, Teresa! It goes to the
heart of everything we're trying to do with our
genealogical pursuits. How can our
descendants make any sense out of our efforts
to preserve our legacy?

Genealogists are struggling with this all the
time with their papers, files, documents as well
as their photos and other non-flat heirlooms.
Most of our files and information are organized
by surname or family. Some people also add
locality, or record types, or generations. | have
to say that | have been trying several different
setups with my photos and scans, and | have
yet to find a totally acceptable method. Besides,
what works for me might not work for you.
There are as many methods for this as there are
researchers and with digital media we have
even more choices.
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First of all, when you scan the photos, you
should use your Photoshop Elements to add
text at the top or bottom which describes the
people in the photo. | usually use maiden
names AND family names on this text to
identify the people. You should try to include a
date (or a circa) and place if this is known. |
will admit that when doing a large batch of
photos | have often been remiss in adding
enough text to some of the photos, especially if
there are 20 photos of Uncle Fred and Aunt
Mabel in Hawaii. But the more you can include
on the photo, the more useful it will be to the
viewer at any later date. When you save the
photo try to include as much information as
your system will allow - newer systems allow
much longer names. Include names and maybe
a date or other identifier that will help you
remember generally what’s in the photo.

Then decide how you will organize your
families. As | said, this is usually done by
surname, with sub-folders, if needed, for
individual people/families. These folders would
depend on the number of photos per surname. |
only have 4 photos of Hammond surname
people, so | am probably better off including
them with the Hindles (who the daughter
married) which also connects them with the
appropriate family line. Since | have lots of
Johnstone/Johnston/Johnson photos | am more
likely to have sub-folders for each generation
for this surname.

Now to that tricky question about those married
women. My first archive copy of photos goes
into the maiden name surname up to the time
that she marries and then becomes part of her
husband’s surname folder, especially when
they start being in photos together and with
children. There are a couple of things you
could do to lessen the problem of not knowing
who is who or not connecting surname folders.
One would be to use a techie solution by
putting additional, identical photos into BOTH
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surname folders. This requires more memory
space, but allows the connection of surname
folders. With the widespread availability of
large external hard disks that can connect to a
USB port, storage is really no longer an issue.
A 250gb USB external disk can be found for
under $100 locally (Staples, Office Depot,
Office Max, CircuitCity, Best Buy).

Another, less techie solution would be to
include a pdf document (or something else that
can be read by any computer) with each folder
that would contain family group sheets for the
people in each folder. If you are using a
genealogy program, it would be easy to make
these documents and add them to the surname
folder or each sub-folder. That way people later
on could at least look at the pdf document,
learn who the people in the photos were, and
make the connections to look in the other
folders. Label that document something like
“Read Me First” or “Johnson Family Group
Sheets” or “Who’s Who in These Photos” that
will get people’s attention to open the
document.

Additionally, there are various software
programs which can help you organize each of
your folders and their contents. Some are aimed
at a particular brand of camera, scanner, or
computer. Some are aimed at a particular brand
of software. (Microsoft, Adobe, Apple) But
none of these really allow you to organize your
photos and digital files. There are two that are
designed to work with what you want to
organize- Portfolio - online at
<http://www.extensis.com/en/products/asset_m
anagement/> and Expression Media at
<http://www.microsoft.com/expression/product
sloverview.aspx?key=media> Both have demo
versions available, both are cross platform -
Macintosh or Windows. Both have Readers that
you can distribute with the catalog you create
using them. Both really allow you to organize,
annotate and find your digital files, text, PDAs,
photos and more. Unfortunately both are rather
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expensive, unless you can qualify for an
educational discount.

While doing research in census records, wills,
deeds, tax lists and city directories you may come
across an occupation of an ancestor that is
unfamiliar to you. Here is a list of some vocations
and their description.

Almoner - Giver of charity to the needy

Ananuensis - Secretary or Stenographer

Bluestocking - Female Writer

Bond Servant - Bondsman or Bondsmaid, person
serving without wages. A Bondswoman,
given as surety in a transaction

Boniface - Innkeeper or Landlord

Burgomaster - Mayor

Chandler - Candlemaker, dealer in supplies or
provisions, example: ships chandler

Chiffonier - Ragpicker, picks up rags and other
material from the streets

Colporteur - Peddler of books

Cooper - Maker of barrels

Cordwainer - shoemaker, cobbler

Costermonger - Peddler of fruits and vegetables

Crowner - Coroner

Currier - One who works with leather

Docker - Stevedore, loading and unloading of ships

Dowser - One who finds water below ground

Duffer - Peddler

Drudge - Menial worker, e.g. kitchen drudge

Fell Monger - One who removes hair from hides-
the fell is the hide, Seller of hides

Fireman - Shovels coal into boiler on train or assists
the engineer, Stoker
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Fletcher - Maker of bows and arrows

Fuller - Cleaner and finisher of cloth

Gaoler - Jailer

Glazier - Put glass in windows

Hacker - Maker of hoes

Haymonger - Dealer in hay

Hayward - Fence watcher, officer who checked
fences and hedges for places where
cattle could escape. Also one who
impounded escaped cattle

Hatcheler - Combed or carded flax

Hooper - Made hoops for barrels or casks

Hostler or Ostler - Horse groomer

Higgler - Itinerant peddler - from haggler, one who
sought bargains

Hillier - Roof tiler

Hind - Farm laborer or peasant

Hooker - Reaper or fisherman who used hook and
line rather than nets

Hostler - Cared for horses

Huckster - Sold small wares, street peddler of fruits
and vegetables, showman, barker

Husbandman - Farmer

Jagger - Fish peddler

Jobber - Sells to retail merchants (specialized in
odd lots)

Joiner - Skilled carpenter

Kempster - Professional wool comber, a Gentleman
who wore a wool wig

Lavender - Washer woman (taken from the practice
of putting Lavender with clothes or linen to
preserve or make them smell fresh)

Leech or Sawbones - Physician

Longshoreman - Stevedore

Lormer - Maker of horse gear, bits, spurs, etc. for
horses or riding habits

Malender - Farmer

Malster/Maltster - Brewer, using malt as in beer or
scotch

Manciple - Steward

Milliner - Maker of women's hats

Millwright - Designer or erector of machinery for a
mill or factory

Mintmaker - Mintmaster, one who issues local
currency (usually coins)

Monger - Dealer as in fishmonger

Muleskinner — Teamster, Driver of a wagon pulled
by mules

Neathherd - Cowherd

Ordinary Keeper - Inn keeper, an ordinary is an inn
or restaurant

Perigrinator - Itinerant worker

Peruker - Wigmaker

Pettifogger - Shyster or lawyer

Pigman - Crockery dealer

Porter - Door or gatekeeper

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Online Mortality Schedules

In 1850, 1860, 1870, and 1880, census
enumerators were directed to secure, in
addition to the usually required census data,
information as to all persons dying within the
12 months preceding the census taking.
These lists became known as the "Mortality
Schedules”.

This practice was also made a part of the
censuses taken in 1885 by Colorado, Florida,
Nebraska, and the territories of South Dakota
and New Mexico. However, some large cities
that had other systems of registering deaths
did not complete mortality schedules.

Mortality schedules recorded deaths in the
year preceding the taking of the census. For
example, the 1860 mortality schedules include
persons who died between June 1, 1859 and
May 31, 1860. Census takers recorded the
name of the deceased, the month and cause of
death, as well as personal information such as
age, sex, color, marital status, birthplace,
occupation and length of illness. The Mortality
Schedules of 1870 and 1880 also included
parent’s birthplace and how long the decedent
had resided in the county.

These schedules may be the only record of
death for some individuals, as many states did
not require recording of deaths until the late
nineteenth century. In addition, gravestones or
cemetery records may be nonexistent.

The hundreds of counties that have been
transcribed and placed online can now be
accessed from one website.
MortalitySchedules.com has made available
the links to these transcriptions. Not all
counties have been transcribed as most of the
transcriptions were made by volunteers.

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Family Tree Maker Update

FTM 2008 patch #2 has been released. The
program is almost complete with a completely
new desk top and views. Navigating the new
desk top takes time to learn, but 2008 can be
configured to use the old desk top. FTM 2008
includes an elegant place file, with direct
connection through ancestry to either a road
map, a topographical map or a combination of
maps.

Pictures and document scans are stored
externally to the genealogical data base. This
decreases the time to load, backup or close.
Photos or documents that are in previous
versions are transferred to FTM 2008.
However, with images now stored in an
external file(s), they can be on the hard drive,
CDs, DVDs, travel drives, etc. Most users, to
conserve memory, imported low resolution
media inserts into family files on FTM 2006
(v.16) and earlier. These images can now be
replaced with high resolution scans or photos.

Constructing and publishing a book on the
users computer is not yet operational. That will
be the next big fix.

File exports of data to other programs,
including earlier versions of FTM, will be
GEDCOM. Images will not transfer. The
publisher is not intending to have FTM 2008
save as: FTM 2006 or lower.

FTM 2008 will be demonstrated at the January
workshop.
