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Passenger List Found!!!
by Sandy Carter-Duff

How | found my g-grandparents on a ship
passenger list was serendipitous.

Several months ago | was re-looking at a
history written by my g-grandparents for the
local newspaper in the 1920s and noticed the
statement, five sailed from Liverpool on May
12, 1870@ Many times | had read their story
but this time was different. The phrase really
yelled at me. (Maybe they were yelling at me.)

Thanks to ideas from Bonnie Wright and Kate
Johnson at the W.I.S.E. Northumberland and
Durham [England] interest group, | used
techniques | had never tried before and found
success in about an hour after searching off
and on for ten years or more. It started when |
asked them, fhow could | find out what ships
left Liverpool on a particular day?0

Earlier attempts to search passenger lists on
microfilm and on Ancestry.com were
unsuccessful. Microfilm indexes are daunting
when you dond know the month or ship of
arrival. And on Ancestry.com | just couldnd
seem to get through the indexed lists to find
their names. | had no idea what port they
came through in 1870 from England. Was it
New York? Was it Boston? How about
Canada?

The break-through came when my g-
grandparents yelled at me again. AVhy not do
a search online for fLiverpool - May 12, 1870a
| put this information into the search engine
Ask.com. The first item was a site
www.bklyn-genealogy-
info.com/ImmNat/Ship/Roll.323.html. It listed
ships leaving Liverpool in May, 1870. | found
only one leaving Liverpool on May 12, 1870
and it stopped at Queensland, Ireland before
heading on to New York. The ship was the
fS.S. City of Parisa
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Quickly | went to Ancestry.com, ship
passenger lists arriving in New York in May,
1870. Not knowing how long the voyage would
take then, | started at May 31 and worked
backwards. | found the i5.S. City of Pariso
arriving on May 24, 1870.

| selected that list and browsed through each
page. Finally, on page 7 | found my g-
grandparents listed as John and Rebecca
Ennis, the right age and origin. The surname
should have been Inness. The recorder wrote
the last name incorrectly. My great-
grandparents could spell their name and would
not have given it incorrectly. Nevertheless, the
Ancestry indexers recorded it just as it was
listed on the ship list. | swear that | had
searched by all spellings for Inness that | could
imagine so dond know why | had not found it
earlier. When | used Ancestry& index with the
spelling on the passenger list, Ennis, their
names came right up.

The first thing | did after saving a copy of the
list on my computer was to send a comment to
Ancestry.com offering a spelling correction.
Within just a few days the correction was made
to Ancestry® index.

Now if others do a search for John and
Rebecca Inness leaving Liverpool on May 12,
1870 they will find them faster and with greater
ease than me.

I could not find online a photo of their ship, so |
ordered one from Mystic Seaport Museum. It
arrived yesterday and is excellent! (Editor's
Note: see Mystic Seaport website information on
page 4)

Those who do genealogical research encounter the
names of diseases and health problems on death
certificates, in death announcements, in old
personal letters and even on military records whose
names have changed and some that are very
confusing. Here are some examples:

Ablepsy - blindness

Ague - malaria fever

American Plague - yellow fever

Apoplexy - stroke or paralysis caused by stroke

Bad Blood - syphilis

Bilious Fever - typhoid, malaria or extreme temp-
erature with bile emesis

Black Death - inflammation of lungs resulting from
breathing coal dust

Bone Shave - sciatica

Bronze John - yellow fever

Bule - boil, tumor or swelling

Cachexy - malnutrition

Camp Fever - typhus sometimes called camp
diptheria

Canine Madness - rabies, hydrophobia

Chilblain - swelling of limbs by exposure to cold

Chin Cough - whooping cough

Cholera - severe contagious diarrhea

Chorea - convulsions, contortions and involuntary
dancing

Congestive Chills - malaria

Consumption - tuberculosis

Cramp Colic - appendicitis

Dock Fever - yellow fever

Eel Thing - also called St. Anthony's fire/contagious
skin disease

Fatty Liver - cirrhosis

Glandular Fever - mononucleosis

Grippe - influenza

Jail Fever - typhus

Lock Jaw - tetanus

Lung Fever - pneumonia

Lung Sickness - tuberculosis

Milk Leg - phlebitis, a painful swelling of a leg/legs

Mormal - gangrene

Palsy - paralysis or uncontrolled movement of
muscles

Pleurisy - pain in chest area with each breath

Podagra - gout

Quinsy - streptococcal tonsillitis

Toxemia of Pregnancy - eclampsia (high blood
pressure and seizures)

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Setting up WireTap Studio

Double-click the WireTap Studio icon to start the application. The first thing you are likely to
notice is the WireTap Studio controller.

Using the leftmost button at the bottom of the panel, choose the file format and settings that
you wish to use for the recorded file. The graphic above shows that MPEG Layer 3 Stereo (or
MP3) is chosen. This is a popular and widely readable format, but may not be the best
choice for your circumstances. You may want to take a little time to familiarize yourself with
the pros and cons of the various audio file formats. Keep in mind that the answering machine
itself is probably not a hi-fi device, so going to extra lengths to preserve fidelity may not be
worth your time.

The two bars near the middle of the controller are pop-up menus. Use them to choose the
input to the recorder. In this case, | have set the controller to take input from Skype.

Making the recording

1. Start the recorder by clicking on the big black dot on the WireTap Studio controller.

2. In the Skype window, dial the answering machine that holds the messages you want to
record.

3. When the machine answers, enter the access code and commands to start playing the
messages.
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4. Let the messages play all the way through. (You might just do a short segment the first
time, just to get the hang of the procedure.)

5. Hang up the Skype call using the red button on the Skype window.
6. Stop the recorder by clicking on the big square on the controller.

7. After a few moments, the WireTap Studio editor will open, displaying the audio signal that
you recorded.
