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Colorado Family Recognition Program

of the Colorado Council of Genealogical Societies
by Bobbi King (originally printed in Sept/Oct 06 CIG
Newsletter)

The Council has, for the past 25

years, maintained a Family Recognition
Program for descendants of Colorado
pioneers. This is a nifty way for descendants of
Colorado pioneers to receive
acknowledgement of their Colorado heritage
and to pay tribute to their ancestors.

There are three categories for Family
Recognition:

First Family:The ancestor must have been
born in, or settled in, the land area of what is
now Colorado, before 1861. Certificate
numbers begin with F-(number here).

Territorial Family: The ancestor must have
been born in, or settled in, a territory that is
now Colorado between 28 February 1861 and
01 August 1876. Certificate numbers begin
with T-(number here.)

Centennial Family: Ancestor must have been
born in, or settled in, Colorado at least 100
years prior to the date of the application.
Certificate numbers begin with C-(number
here.)

The applicants for the certificate need not live
in Colorado themselves. They only need to
qualify as a direct descendant of an ancestor
who qualifies in one of the categories.

The applicant must submit proof of relationship
between generations, from the applicant
backward to the ancestor. Types of acceptable
proofs are: records of birth, death, marriage,
adoption, Bible and census, school and church
records which have been certified by the
school or church officials, newspaper clippings
showing the names of newspapers, locality
and date, county histories, and other records
which would provide proof of ancestry. Land
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deeds are acceptable if they record that

the ancestral individual is a resident of
Colorado. Census record must be a copy of
the microfilm stating the film number, and page
number. Source citations must include: book
titles, publishers, publication dates, volume
and page numbers, microfilm reel numbers
and names of the libraries or institutions
(repositories) where the proofs are on file.
Photocopies only, not originals, must be
submitted; no papers will be returned.

The applications must be accompanied by a
check or money order, made out to the
Colorado Council of Genealogical

Societies, for a non-refundable processing fee
of $10.00 to cover costs of copying and mailing
expenses.

The Council web site lists all the names of the
Family Recognition certificates issued. One
database is sorted in alphabetical order of all
the certificates, and 3 other databases are
sorted by category.

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Older European Maps Online
by Nancy Ratay

When trying to locate many of the smaller townsin
modern-day Czech Republic | discovered that the
spellings of the names of the towns had changed
and sometimes the whole name had changed. For
instance, the town of present-day Jindrichuv Hradec
in south Bohemia was called Neuhaus during the
reign of the Austro-Hungarian Empire. So | began a
search to try to locate old maps which might have
old designations and maybe even towns that no
longer exist. Here | will tell you about just a
handful of siteswhich | discovered.

Zoomify

Before going into specific web sites | first want to
make note that most of these sites now use the
Zoomify program to present their maps. Mostly this
allows them to present high quality maps with less
risk to the companies or groups of downloading
directly from the map. Most have fees paid through
Paypal to obtain the full high resolution image. The
Zoomify allows you to see the details in the mapsin
smaller sections so you can decide if you really
need the whole map (i.e. purchaseit), or if you are
content to [Browselthe maps online.

Zoomify isrelatively easy to use. Thereisa
clickable tool bar on the bottom of the image for
magnification (+ and -) and scrolling through the
image (arrows- up, down, left, right).

Click on the above address which will take you to
their first page. Click on Atlasesto get to their
listing of which old maps they have at their site. All
of the maps are pre-1923. The earliest are from
around 1813. Most of these are good general
overview maps from this period. Some of the
atlases contain maps from much earlier. There are
World Atlases, one-country atlases from Britain,
Russia, India, Hungary, Poland, Finland. The fees
for the high resolution downloads run from $1 to
$24 per map, averaging around $2-$4 per map.
However, you can browse any of the mapsfor free,
bookmark it if you wish to return. This site uses
Zoomify.

This siteis done by Hungarian Cartographers. The
URL above gets you to alarge area map of the
territory covered by this survey which is most of
central Europe. It is divided into rectilinear sections
which you can click on to get to a more detailed
map of that section. The detail map is 15X23Cand
isin 220 ppi. You can click on the map to see the
really small towns. Y ou can also use the
[downloading or saving jpgsLtlicks for your
computer to save a copy of the map to your
computer. There are no indexes with coordinates or
other helpsto locate the small towns, but since you
can download a section you would have time to
search it at your leisure.
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If you do not get an English version right away, you
can choose that with the flagsin the Main Menu
bar. This site also uses the Zoomify program to
present its maps. The default setting for the
Zoomify window isvery small. Y ou can change the
size of thisusing the settings link in the Main
Menu. This site has the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Military
Surveys. They obtained copies digitally from the
Austrian State Archive/Military Archivein Vienna
This site only covers the areas of Bohemia, Moravia
and Silesiafrom those surveys. Thereisaso
Mueller(s map of Bohemiafrom 1720 and
Mueller($ map of Moraviafrom 1716 (bot h printed
in 1790). These are really super for finding those
realy old town names.

Thereis
agreat introduction about the map and its uses. The
map includes portions of modern day Austria,
Belgium, the Czech Republic, Denmark, France,
Hungary, Lithuania, Luxembourg, the Netherlands,
Poland, Slovakia, Switzerland and the Russian
Federation. They have divided up the downloads so
as not to take too long, but this does mean that you
are downloading alot of piecesin order to get the
whole, even of the index. Ther e are 39 map sections
and 30 individual index pages to download if you
want the whole thing.

Pennsylvania Death Records
By Linda Hartlaub

Currently all death certificates recorded by the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania since 1906 have
restricted access, regardless of how long ago a
person died. Pennsylvania regulations require the
requester of a death certificate to supply several
pieces of information (including when and where
the person died) for a death certificate. The
requester is also required to have a direct
relationship to the deceased in order to obtain a
copy of a death certificate. Pennsylvania has no
publicly accessible index for death certificates.

People with Pennsylvania ancestors are
encouraged to write a letter of support to
Pennsylvania Governor Rendell to make these
records available online. Sample letters are
available at People for Better Pennsylvania
Historical Records Access website:

Y-DNA, males only, follows your male line.
Females must use their Brother(s, Father(s or
UnclelS DNA to follow. Males and females,
mtDNA follows your female line. Both
establish certain relationship, barring non-
paternity events (PC for parental indiscretion
along the line)

At this point in the Science, Y-DNA establishes
the relationship of males to their fathers, to
their paternal grandparent, and that
grandfather(s father, etc. Thus, their brothers,

paternal uncles and male paternal cousins, etc.

The mtDNA establishes the relationships of
both males and their sisters to their mothers,
maternal grandmothers, and her mother, plus
sisters, maternal aunts, etc.

The chart below shows you which type of DNA
informs you about which part of your family
tree:
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Thus, males can be attached to their father(s
line and their mother(s line: 6 ancestors of 16
great ancestors, 8 of 24 of 2" great ancestors,
etc. Female attach only to their mother(s: 3
ancestors of 16 great ancestors and 4 of their
24 2" great ancestors. Another generation
back, even more Ancestors are <sic currently>
non identifiable.
