He
proudly served as a SSM Petty Officer Third
Classinthe U.S Navy onthe U.SS Saratoga
(CV3). Asaboy of 17, heleft high school in
December of his senior year to enlist. Hewas
soon off to boot camp in San Diego and would
spend four weeks of it in the hospital after
hitting his head on the bottom of a swimming
pool. Herecovered and began active duty in
March 1945. The Saratoga had just returned to
the Bremerton, Washington Ship Yard after
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being hit by Japanese Kamikaze pilots near Iwo
Jima. It had sustained heavy damage. Bob
remembered his first assignment was helping to
clean up the ship. Thisinvolved taking bags
and picking up pieces of the Japanese kamikaze
planes and even body parts of the Japanese
pilots. Once the ship was repaired, they
returned to the Pacific, but were never in any
further battles. They heard the news the war
was over while at sea near the Marshall

Islands. Bob wastransferredtothe U.S S
Glynn just before the Saratoga was sunk in a
U.S atomic bomb test at the Bikini Atoll. He
would continue to keep in touch with fellow
shipmates, become a member of i ts alumni
association and attend many of the ship(s
reunions until his death in 2006.

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How | Got My Father's Federal Personnel
Record File by Sandy Carter-Duff

My father often spoke about the years before his
1940 enlistment in the Army-Air Corps. He said he
worked for the U.S. Forest Service in Denver
making aerial photos of Forest Service lands.
Before donating it to the DPL Western History
Collection, | had an aerial photo of Denver he made
in the late 1930’s. Knowing that Bill Nix of
CGSI/CIG was a regular volunteer at the National
Archives .. Rocky Mountain Region, | asked if he
knew how | could get federal civilian personnel
records from this period of my father’s career. BIll
said | should write the National Personnel Records
Center, Civilian Personnel Records, 111
Winnebago St., St. Louis, MO 63118 and provide
as much information as | knew about my father's
federal employment.

The National Personnel Records Center website is
www.archives.gov/st-louis/civilian-
personnel/fags.html. | visited this site and read the
information. On November 15, 2009, | wrote a
request letter to the address above stating my
father’s name, his social security number, date of
birth, the presumed name of the federal employing
agency i.e., the National Forest Service, and the
approximate dates of employment. Besides re-
stating my relationship, | provided my father’s death
certificate and pointed out that | was the informant.

| asked that the files be sent to me and provided my
address. | also indicated that | should be billed for
necessary costs. On December 18, 2009, |
received a letter from the National Personnel
Records Center reporting that they had found a

civilian personnel record for the federal employee ...

Wendell Carter employed by the Agriculture/Forest
Service. They stated the charge for reproducing
the record was $60. It Indicated on the [©rder for
Archival Record Reproduction Services¢ form, that |
should send the funds and the order form to the
National Archives and Records Administration, Attn:
Archival Programs, P.O. Box 8306, Saint Louis, MO
63132-0306. | could send a check, cashier’s check
or authorize a credit card payment. As an
alternative to purchasing a copy of the file, | was
told | could view the original record in the archival
research room located at the National Personnel
Records Center, 9700 Page Avenue, St. Louis,
Missouri. If | chose to make a personal visit | was
advised to call (314) 801-0850 to schedule an
appointment.
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Within a few weeks | received over 35 pages of
documents covering my father’s Forest Service
employment. Included in the file were forms where
..in his own hand .. he describes his work
experience during college. Also included were work
evaluation and promotion reports and letters
concerning his wish to accept a commission in the
Officers” Reserve Corps of the United States Army.
He was in the R.O.T.C. during college at Wichita
University.

His position at initial employment was Lunior
Engineer Draftsman SWP-3¢ with basic pay of
$1440 per annum on February 1, 1938 and
[Assistant Engineer Draftsman SP-4¢ with basic pay
of $1620 on July 1, 1939. His last day of duty [with
the Forest Service] was August 14, 1940 [the same
date of my parents” marriage in Denver, Colorado].
On October 21, 1940, he began Leave Without Pay
for Military training and service. From the
personnel records | can see that my father was on
furlough to the U.S. military from the Forest Service
employment for several years before the Forest
Service removed him from their personnel rolls.

It was interesting to see his signature in his early
twenties and to read, in his own words, his
description of his qualifications. He lists the office
machines he operates skillfully .. typewriter, adding
machine, bookkeeping machine, mimeograph and
telephone switchboard. His most interesting
present duties were [aying mosaics and work in the
photograph lab¢, He says he is a member of the
[American Society of Photogrammetry¢, This was
enlightening because | remember when | was
fourteen, he taught me to develop films and | did
some of the pictures | took with my box camera.

The documents also state his birth date and legal
residence prior to joining the Forest Service. He
had to summarize his education and thus charts his
high school, trade school and college experience
with location and dates. He listed the subjects of
his particular interest: mathematics, physical
sciences and drafting. The documents describe his
duties: [drafting and the construction of planimetric
maps. His duties include the picking of control
points; detailing photographs, indexing films; laying
templets; and supervision of proof-reading of
photographs.”

All'in all, the $60 spent was well worth the joy and
the information | gained from his file. | just wish |
could talk with him about it face to face. | should
have pursued this sooner.

Here are some examples:
Bacallariusis the Latin word for bachelor
Backstugusittare is Swedish for one who
owned a small cottage, dugout dweller
Baker isthe Dutch word for dry nurse and
Norwegian word for baker
Baptist Church: A group of Protestant
churches that was founded by John Smythe
during the early 1600s while he was a
refugee in Amsterdam. The Baptists oppose
infant baptism and baptize only adults who
have accepted Jesus Christ as their Savior.
Baptist churches are governed by local
congregations and often organized into
separate conventions or associations, such
as the Baptist World Alliance and the
Baptist Union of Great Britain and Ireland.
The Southern Baptist Convention isthe
largest Baptist organization in the world
with 37,000 churchesin the United States
and itsterritories. It was organized in 1845
and has offices in Nashville, Tennessee.
Baron: Thelowest title in the British and
French peerage. A baron's wife or awoman
who inherits or is granted the titleis called
abaroness. Thetitle of baron was
introduced to Great Britain in 1066 after the
Normans took power. The king bestowed
land and the title of baron to some of his
men for their service. These men could give
thisland and the title to their oldest sons.
Eventually the barons became divided into
greater and lesser barons, depending on
how much land they held. The greater
barons eventually became earls and dukes.
Lesser barons became the retainers.
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Currently, the title of baron is given by the
British monarch for distinguished service or
digtinction in arts or letters. Barons may no
longer give thetitle to their heirs. In other
European countries, a baron may have
various ranks. In Latin America, the baron
(bardén) was below the viscount (vizconde)
and above alord (sefior).

Batch number: A number used in the
International Genealogical Index® and
Scottish Church Records to find the original
source of the information in an entry.

Bates Collection of Genealogical Data: An
88-volume collection of information about
Rhode Island families collected by Louise
Prosser Bates. It contains abstracts of
deeds, land grants, probate records,

genea ogies, town records, and cemetery
records. It is at the Rhode Island Historical
Society and on microfilm at the Family
History Library.

Road return: A road survey. Road returns
give the names of the property owners
whose land was appropriated for a road.
Revolutionary warrant: A certificate
authorizing a veteran of the Revolutionary
War to receive bounty land.

Removal record, general: A record created
when poor people were forced to leave a
place to which they had moved and return
to the place they came from.
