GenBridge is the genealogical data import
technology developed by Wholly Genes, Inc.
Users of The Master Genealogist (TMG) have
long known GenBridge to be the most effective
way to import data from other major
genealogical software programs. But you may
not know that GenBridge is also used by
Family Tree Maker, Pocket Genealogist, and a
variety of other developers (and is in the
process of being implemented by still others)
to facilitate the transfer of genealogical data.

Genealogical software has taken great strides
in recent years, led in many respects by the
examples set by The Master Genealogist. But
nearly 20 years after TMG supported non -
standard family structures, custom
event/relationship/name types, witnessed
events, source templates, custom sentence
structures, certainty assessments, research
tasks, and multimedia, those data types are
commonly corrupted or completely lost by a
GEDCOM transfer. While some developers
argue that the problems are in the various
software implementations, most of these data
types are not supported by GEDCOM at all or
are so loosely defined by the "standard" as to
defy their use. For instance, photos, sound,
and video are technically supported by
GEDCOM but those specifications are so
ambiguous and impractical that we don't
know of any developer who uses them (as if
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embedding dozens of JPG files in a GEDCOM
file was practical on its face).

Even more "standard" data types like the
precedence of a person's multiple names or the
relative birth order among his siblings
(especially when some birth dates are
unknown) often don't survive a GEDCOM
transfer intact. For that matter, GEDCOM
transfers frequently mangle
incomplete/ambiguous dates, obscure the
researcher's knowledge about a place (is
"Washington" a city or state?), insert
extraneous carriage returns into long notes,
and disaggregate sources (is this "Johnson
Family Bible" the same as that "Johnson Family
Bible"?), among many other problems.

But come on -- how important are little things
like names, dates, places, notes, and sources to
genealogists, anyway?? Given the ongoing
widespread acceptance of GEDCOM, even as
genealogical software has long outgrown it,
this is not a rhetorical question. What hope do
we have that we will ever be able to use
GEDCOM to faithfully transfer more advance d
data types like the researcher's theories and
rationale and new technologies like DNA?

But evaluations of GEDCOM usually miss the
most insidious of its problems: the exporting
researcher doesn't know that his data has been
mangled and the importing researcher doesn't
either! If you send a GEDCOM file to Cousin
Mary, will she know which names, dates,
places, and sources, have been mangled by the
transfer? Will she know that, for a certain
father and mother in your data, her importing
program inferred a marriage even though you
didn't record one? Will she realize how much
other important data (like photos) you have
collected? Probably not. Worse, she may
publish your data, even though neither of you

realize how badly it has been corrupted. And
if she sends the data to another researcher, it
will get mangled yet again!

Are you now reconsidering whether GEDCOM
is the best way to archive your data for future
generations?

Here again the argument usually shifts to who
is to blame: the exporting program, the
importing program, or GEDCOM itself -- but
does it really matter? 20 years later, the
problems are persistent and the LDS Church
has indicated that the GEDCOM specifications
have been updated for the last time. So who
really expects GEDCOM transfers to improve
in the next 20 years?

So developers are increasingly turning to
GenBridge which reviewers like Dick Eastman
have described as "a system that is much better
than GEDCOM." In fact, GenBridge is not so
much a "system" as a collection of tools which
can be licensed by any developer and
integrated into their software.

GenBridge is strictly an import technology,
however. That is, your use of GenBridge -
enabled software like TMG allows you to
import data FROM other programs but it does
not help you to transfer your data TO those
other programs unless they are also
GenBridge-enabled. If you or your family
members use genealogy software that does not
take advantage of GenBridge, you might
encourage those vendors to solve your data
sharing problems by integrating it
(http://www.whollygenes.com/genbridge.htm)

GenBridge is also used in a variety of private
or non-profit projects. For instance, the
Holocaust Martyrs' and Heroes Remembrance
Authority (or "Yad Vashem") uses GenBridge
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in its efforts to collect records of the Jewish
people during the Holocaust by allowing
researchers to submit their native genealogical
data files to the project without any risk of
manipulation through GEDCOM. For more
information about the project, see
http://www.activepdf.com/solutions/successst
ories/yadvashem.pdf or go directly to
http://www.yadvashem.org .

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Reunion for Mac

A special note for Mac users -

consultation at the February 8
and June 14, 2010 Workshop meetings!
There is no Scanning/Digital Workshop those
months, so | am available to answer questions
or demonstrate Reunion for Mac users.

Reunion has released version 9.0b. As usual, if
you own version 9, the update is free. The two
most recent updates mostly involved allowing
Reunion to be compatible with Snow Leopard
(OS 10.6). The newest (b) fixed a problem with
9.0a in GEDCOM imports. Most of the
improvements were minor adjustments. You
should update even if you do not have Snow
Leopard yet.

The biggest news from Reunion has been the
app for the iPhone and iPod Touch. I've had a
chance to use it the last few months. Wow, is it
great! Mac has previously not had very good
PDA applications for genealogy databases to
choose from. | used the Palm with MyRoots 4-
05. It was slow and clunky, and | never could
find what | was looking for.

| got the iPod Touch and paid the $9.99 for the
Reunion app at the iPhone app Store through
iTunes. You need an iTunes account and a
credit card to do this. Once it is on your device
you need to have a wireless connection
available. This can be done using the Apple
Airport, Airport card, or a wireless router. There
is no connection cord needed for this
communication.

Open the app on your device and tap the Sync
button. Open your computer Reunion and go to
File> iPhone> Put Family File on iPhone. This
will load all your data from your computer
Reunion program into your iPhone/Touch. And
it's all there! You can have your photos,
sources and notes all at your fingertips, in the
same format as the computer program. You
can have more than one file on the iTouch. |
found this as easy to use as the Reunion
program, and it was all on an extremely
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portable device that can always be with me.

In addition, you can make changes to your
iPhone/Touch file and then later transfer them
to your computer. There is a choice of File>
iPhone> Get changes from iPhone. Typing on
the iPhone/Touch takes some getting used to. |
was very clumsy with it at first and needed a bit
of practice to get better. It certainly is not as
easy as typing on your computer, but having it
always with you is a big bonus.

More than 24 million men were drafted for
possible servicein World War |. These draft
registration cards include males living in the
United States born between 11 September 1872
and 12 September 1900, who were not already
enlisted in the military. Citizenship was not a
factor in the registration requirements, so youlll
find recent immigrants in the collection,
regardless of naturalization status.

The First Registration was taken 05 June 1917
and was for men born between 6 June 1886 and
5 June 1896. This card included name, age,
address, date and place of birth, citizenship
status, employer[s name and address,

dependent information, marital status, race,
military service, and physical appearance.

The Second Registration was taken 05 June
1918 and a supplemental registration was taken
on 24 August 1918. This registration was for
unregistered/un-enlisted men born 6 June 1896
and 24 August 1897 and included name, age,
address, date and place of birth, father(s
birthplace, citizenship status, occupation,
employer(s name and address, dependent
information, name and address of nearest
relative, and physical appearance.

The Third Registration was taken 12 September
1918 and was for all unregistered/un-enlisted
men born between 11 September 1872 and 12
September 1900 and included name, address,
age, date of birth, race, citizenship status,
occupation, employer's name and address,
name and address of nearest relative, and
physical appearance.

The New Jersey State Archives recently added
a new Civil War Database on their website.
New Jersey(s Civil War-period treasury
vouchers collection includes 15,770 payment
receipts for military expenditures and wartime
purchases made by the State of New Jersey
from 1861 through 1866. It includes soldiers’
discharge certificates for final pay (over 9,300
items), affidavits of family members for pay
due to deceased soldiers (over 1,400 items),
and quarterly returns of the counties and cities
listing the names of soldiers[families and
dependant mothers who received subsistence
pay during their service. In all, nearly 114,000
index entries provide access to the content of
the documents. The database is searchable by
any combination of first name, last name,
regiment, county, and year. The information
available on the database includes name, rank,
regiment, company, description, location, date
and citation.

You can also order a copy of any of the
documents by clicking on the Select link. Once
you have selected all of your records, print the
order form and mail it with a check or money
order to the archives, and they will send you
copies of the documents.

The FamilySearch Wiki is available to
everyone at no charge. You don’t even need
to register to read the information there.

The FamilySearch Wiki is written by the
community. That is, YOU and everyone else
are invited to write new articles, edit existing
pages, or to simply add supplemental
information to pages that may already be
available.

Anyone can contribute with a minimum of
formality. To get started, you must first register
in order to obtain the ability to write and to
save articles on the FamilySearch.org web
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site. The registration process is free of charge
and requires a minimum of information. You
must supply a name and e-mail address so
that others may contact you, if needed. You
are not asked for an address or a telephone
number. Once registered, you are free to edit
existing articles or to add new ones.

The idea of writing new articles may seem
daunting. In fact, many of the volunteer writers
simply edit existing articles or add a bit of
information, as appropriate. For instance, you
might see an address or a telephone number
that is now out of date. If you are registered as
an editor, YOU can make the corrections and
everyone else can see them within seconds.
You can edit or contribute as little or as much
as you wish. There are no minimum
requirements.

The registration formalities are simple and they
seem to work well. A new account can be
created in about twenty seconds. You then
wait a few more seconds for an e-malil
message to arrive in your in-box. Once you
read that, you click on a link in the message
and the registration process is complete. You
are now a fully-empowered FamilySearch Wiki
editor. The total time required from start to
finish takes less than one minute.

There is no approval process for the articles
you write or edit. Whatever you write becomes
visible to everyone else quickly.

One might think that inappropriate material
might be added by various individuals. In fact,
when you have tens of thousands of editors,
such material doesn't last online very long. A
small army of people keep an eye on all newly -
added content and anything that is deemed
inappropriate is typically deleted within
minutes. Junk usually disappears quickly.
Those who wish to post spam or other
inappropriate material soon learn to leave the
wikis alone as their words don't last very long.

So, try writing an article for their wiki or just
enjoy learning from its content.
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Did You Know?...

Albert Woolson of Minnesota was the last
authenticated Union survivor of the Civil War.
He was a drummer boy who died in 1956. The
Confederate side is somewhat more difficult to
confirm. Historian William Marvel claimed in
Blue and Gray Magazine, February 1991, that
Pleasant Crump of the 10" Alabama, was the
last surviving Confederate veteran. Crump
died in 1951. But Walter Washington Williams
of Texas, who died December 19, 1959, is
recognized by some as the last survivor of the
Civil War. He claimed to be a veteran of the
Confederate Army, although a check of census
records suggests that he may have been too
young to have served.

On May 7, 2004, Alberta Martin, 97, suffered a
heart attack in Elba, Alabama, and was
hospitalized. She died on Memorial Day. She
was widely recognized as the last surviving
Civil War widow. In 1927, as a 21-year old
widow, she married 82-year old William Jasper
Martin, a former Confederate Army private.
She was approved for a widow(S pension in
1996 under Alabamals Civil War Widowl[S
Pension Act, which is still on the books. The
last widow of a Union soldier was Gertrude
Janeway who died in 2003.

The certificate expressed the country§ grateful
recognition of the Veterans service in the United
States Armed Forces.

Eligible recipients include the next of kin and loved
ones of honorably discharged deceased veterans.
The certificates are free and you can order more
than one copy honoring the same veteran. |
ordered several copies of the one for my
grandfather as Christmas gifts for my children and
cousins.
