Program Maintenance
By Patrick Purcell

You are operating one of the best genealogy data
base programs on the market in TMG. But
sometimes you feel the program is not responding
or certain reports have missed valuable data. How
can that be? Well, periodically the system behind
the program needs some maintenance by you. How
is it done and what does it do? Let’s take a look
together.

Open your TMG program. Click on File >
Maintenance. You will find five choices: Reindex,
Optimize, Performance Recommendations, Validate

File Integrity, and Initialize Repeat Files. Each one
of these processes addresses specific areas and
will help improve the performance of the program.
Each step is quick and easy. Here is what to do. |
suggest you do these steps now if you have never
done them in the past. If you manage multiple
projects with TMG you should do this with each
one.

Reindex

Data can be sorted (or "indexed") according to
various alphabetizing rules. The indexing types
reflect international standards for handling accented
or diacritic characters. The current project will be
reindexed. Your data will remain intact. By doing
this, your newly sorted data can be retrieved faster
and accurately.

To reindex a project:

From the File menu, select Maintenance >
Reindex.

Optimize

Optimizing your projects on a regular basis will help
to reduce the size of your files by eliminating
records no longer needed. The amount of space
saved for data files and Slideshow Manager is
shown when the Optimize process is concluded.

Remember that Optimize operates on only the
current project. If you use several projects, it will be
desirable to Optimize each of them separately.

To optimize a project:
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1. From the File menu, choose Maintenance.
2. Select Optimize.
3. Select [Yes].

The current project will be optimized. Deleted
records, including people, events, sources,
repositories; unused media files in Slideshow; as
well as duplicate place records, will be eliminated
and the space reclaimed. Duplicate place records
will be consolidated so that only one entry remains
in the Master Place List.

NOTE: For two place records to be considered
duplicates, all fields must be the same. This
includes the Style, if one was used to create some
of the entries. It is possible, for example, for two
Master Place records to appear identical, but to
have been generated using different Styles.

Optimizing will not remove unused place records
for which a start year, end year, comment, or short
place name have been recorded.

Performance Recommendations

To find out how you can improve the
performance of The Master Genealogist™
your computer:

on

Select File > Maintenance > Performance
Recommendations.

After a short time, the Performance
Recommendations window will appear with
suggestions for how you might improve the
performance of TMG on your computer. These
results are saved in a file called SPEED.TXT which
is located in the folder where TMG is installed. In
most cases this will be C:\Program Files\The
Master Genealogist\.

Validate File Integrity

During the course of working with your projects,
many things may occur that could have an adverse
effect on your files. You may encounter power
failures, computer glitches, etc. TMG gives you a
way to check the integrity of the TMG files in the
current project.

To validate the integrity of your files:

1. Select File > Maintenance > Validate File
Integrity.

2. (Optional) If you have external exhibits the
List of folders for location window will
appear.

a. If you want the program to find any exhibits
that may not be in the default folder or may be
otherwise missing, check Search for missing
external exhibits.
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b. Click on [Specify the folders to search] to
name the folders where exhibits may reside.
The List of Folders window will appear.

c. Click [Add] to add a new folder and locate
the folder then click [Select]. If you have
already added folders, you may also [Delete]
them or move them [Up] or [Down] in the list of
folders.

d. Repeat step ¢ to add as many folders as you
wish. When you have finished selecting folders,
click [Save]. This is a one time needed step.

e. Click [OK] to Validate File Integrity.

3. When the process is complete, click [OK].
Missing Exhibits

If Validate File Integrity reports that one or more
exhibits are not found, please see Missing Exhibits.
If you used previous versions of TMG, you knew
this process as Repair. There is now also a built-in
Repair process.

Initialize Repeat Files

Values for the Repeat Keys (F3 and CTRL+F3) are
stored in a group of files referred to as the "Repeat
Files". This is purely an optional maintenance step
on your part based on usage.

Occasionally, the Repeat Keys might not function
as expected and the usual solution for this condition
is to initialize the Repeat Files. Initialization will
delete the current files and create new empty files.
This means that the stored information in your
repeat keys (like F3) is cleared and the field loads
again as you move forward in your work. | suggest
doing this only if you are experiencing some issues
here.

You can initialize the repeat files by using the File /
Maintenance / Initialize Repeat Files function.

Family Tree Maker 2010 for a recent CIG
newsletter, | retrieved an 1989 Family Tree Maker
DOS manual. Can you remember?

In 1989, my computer was an IBM: PC xt,
Specification: 8 bit, 8Mhz processor, 512 Kb RAM,
two 5 1/4 inch floppy drives, 10 Mb hard drive, a
monochrome Green with white letters monitor. My
printer was an Epson LQ 1000 Wide carriage.
Which | still use for large charts! ZZZZZ.... for an
hour!) The cost for this equipment was about
$4000.

FTM version 1 DOS included only: Name, Dates of
Birth, Marriage and Death. FTM charts were
Pedigree and Descendant. The charts had minimal
adjustments, fonts, etc. But, FTM was easier than
handwritten Family Group Sheets and Pedigree
Charts, typewritten data, and drafting board charts.

In 1989, Census Records were available from 1790
until 1910. Census indexes were available from
1790 to 1870. Name indexes were in paper books -
one for each state. State index books were at the
Denver National Archives and the Denver Public
Library, but a few were missing at each. Between
the NA and DPL all were available. The 1880, 1900
and 1910 indexes were on Soundex films, and each
state had to be searched separately. The Book
indexes and 1880 Index included only the (head of
Household". A number of states were not indexed
for the 1910 census. Obtaining a census record
required a trip to the National Archive Branch or to
the Family History Library (FHL) in Salt Lake City.
(Limited records were at the Denver Public Library)

To find a family census record, we first searched
the Soundex (sometimes several states) or paper
book indexes, then searched the film(s) for the
record. When the record was found, we transcribed
the data to a paper form or moved the film reel to a
microfilm reader printer. | could find and transcribe
or copy about one record an hour. Entering data
into the Genealogy program took 10 to 15 minutes
more, and FTM did not provide a field to source the
data.

The largest collection of birth, marriage and death
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records was (and is) on film at the Family History
Library in Salt Lake City. Obtaining a FHL film
required a trip to SLC or ordering the film at a local
FHC, waiting two weeks, then reeling through the
film. For those films that were indexed, this process
doubled the process and time.

LDS films for most International Birth, Marriage and
Death Records were not indexed. Finding a birth or
death record sometimes took a few hours to reel
though a film and scan each document.

Contacting a county courthouse or state department
of health to order a certificate was time consuming
and expensive. After several weeks, you received
the document. Occasionally wrong, well....

Now, millions of vital records and indexes are on
internet sites of the repository. Millions of records
are being digitized and indexed monthly. The LDS
Church has over 2 million rolls of microfilm, 1 million
microfiche and 1 million books. Digitization of all of
these records is well underway. Thousands of
genealogists, LDS and non-LDS, are indexing the
films and books.

Social Security Death Index became available on
CDs in 1999.

Genealogy on the Internet began to grow about
1995. In 1995, the internet was slow speed dial-up.
It blocked our phone lines for hours! Before
Internet and E-mail, postal mail to communicate
with relatives or repositories took two weeks or
more to send a letter and receive an answer.
Overseas the time was three to six weeks.

In 1996, Cyndi’s List began and continues to grow.

Now in 2009, | suggest you buy Family Tree Maker.
Use the free 14-day subscription to Ancestry. After
your trial, subscribe to services that fit your
research needs. (If you already subscribe, tack the
14 free days to your subscription.) In 15 to 20
minutes per individual or family: FTM will search
and locate possible records, the user selects an
appropriate record (s), merges information and the
record source into their family file. The users can
print or down load the data summary or with a
subscription the digital image.

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Genetic Genealogy
by Earl Beaty

Genetic testing is a useful tool for

extending genealogical conclusions.

Generally, it allows looking back further

in time than is possible with traditional

genealogy alone. The testing itself is

highly technical, so much so that it is
necessary to get that part of the work done by a
professional testing company. The company
receives a sample of DNA and returns a report with
many numbers which pertain to the tested
individual. Two individuals may then compare their
numbers and get an indication about how closely
they are related. Brothers comparing results are
generally not able to confirm that they are brothers;
they might be first or second cousins, for instance.
But it is possible to confirm that they are not totally
unrelated. This tool is generally more useful in
comparing with others who have a more distant
relationship.

Two persons comparing results can get an
indication about how far back in time they had a
common ancestor. The workhorse of genealogy is
tests on the Y-chromosome. Only males have Y-
chromosomes, but females can use this tool by
testing brothers and fathers. The most useful
comparisons are not just between two men, but one
man with a large number of potential relatives. One
of the striking benefits is to learn who you are not
related to.

| understand that there are well over 100
companies willing to do the actual testing. Many of
these specialize in testing for forensic, medical, or
paternity customers, but can also do the
genealogical work. This suggests that it might be
difficult to select a testing company. It is actually not
so difficult. There are two main companies in the
USA specializing in testing for genealogists: Family
Tree DNA of Houston and Ancestry.com of Salt
Lake City. The first consideration is which company
has in its database the results for men you want to
compare with. Both of these companies have
helpful web sites explaining what you can get, cost
and how to do it. FTDNA has been in the business
for a longer time and has accumulated a very large
database. They are clearly the dominant player and
they claim to do 90% of the genealogy work.
Obviously, both companies have their advocates.
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Family Surname Timelines on Google

W. David Samuelsen told me of a neat trick that
was news to me: you can find family surname
timelines on Google. In fact, it only takes a second
or two to find timelines of events involving your
family name. To find a timeline, go to
http://www.google.com and enter the following:

[Surname family history”

The only thing is you have to substitute the
surname of interest in place of the word "surname"
in the above example. For instance, to find
timelines of my family name, | had to enter:

[Eastman family history’

Next, Google will display all sorts of "hits" and, if
you scroll down a bit, you will see timelines. In my
case, | had to scroll to the bottom of the first page to
see anything about timelines and then | clicked on
"More timeline results." Depending how popular
your surname is, you may have to scroll down even
further.

The timeline | saw shows all sorts of historical
events involving people with the same surname as
my own. A blue timeline shows how many "hits"
occurred for certain years and then the events
themselves are listed below the timeline in typical
Google fashion.

In looking at the Eastman timeline, | found quite a
few "events" in recent years from some fellow who
writes a genealogy newsletter.

| then tried my mother’'s maiden name which is very
rare: Deabay. The only people | have ever found of
that name have always been close relatives. The
timeline didn’t have very many events but the
listings below the timeline had lots of facts, many of
which | had not seen before.

| was amazed to find a 1952 newspaper account of
my uncle’s being shot in the Korean War (he
survived). | knew he was a combat veteran but
didn’t know he had been seriously wounded.

| also read a few family obituaries as well as reports
of several marriages, even those where a cousin
served as bridesmaid or best man or usher.

This can be a great resource when you have
exhausted other possibilities. Of course, you can
search for the names on Google at anytime but the
timelines add quite a bit of visual help.

Listed are some of the current activities in
other states that are of major concern to this
task force:
The Michigan governor abolished
the Department of History, Arts and
Libraries, despite the objection of
thousands of genealogists and
historians.
The Massachusetts State Library is
under closure consideration by the
governor.
The State Historical Library of
Missouri will be closed Fridays and
Saturdays.

These are just a few recent examples. There
are others.

Could this happen in Colorado? Can you
imagine the Colorado State Archives closed?
Can you imagine county courthouses not
allowing genealogists and historians to obtain
copies of marriage or other vital records?

It certainly could happen in Colorado.

The governor and legislature, with their
current budget shortfalls will consider every
possibility for saving money in 2010 and future
years.

As genealogists and historians in Colorado,

we need to organize our voices and be
prepared to act to preserve open records
access, not just react when the situation

arises and the window of opportunity may have
passed.
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The Task Force is developing a plan to
introduce the genealogical community to
Colorado legislators in a variety of ways. They
will also be seeking to create partnerships
between public records archives and private
groups to help meet the budgetary needs of
the public entities while preserving the records
access of genealogists and local historians.
The Task Force needs the support of all
genealogists and local historians in Colorado.

How can you help? Plan on participating to
support Genealogy Lobby Day, happening at
the Capitol in February. We plan on meeting
staff, distributing handouts, and introducing
ourselves to the legislators. We will plan an
organizing meeting before the Lobby Day;
