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Missing WWII Military
Records
by Sandy Ronayne

Military service has played a
roI ein the lives of many of our ancestors and
relatives from colonial to the current times.
We, as family historians, want to preserve the
stories of our relativestlives, including their
military experiences. Many military records,
including the Revolutionary War, War of 1812
and the Civil War, are available through the
National Archives.

Now many of us want to know more about the
experiences of our fathers, mothers,
grandfathers, grandmothers, uncles, aunts and
cousinsin World War 1. Obtaining records for
Army and Air Force personnel has been
challenging. In 1973, afire at the National
Personnel Records Center in St. Louis, where
20™ century military records are stored,
destroyed millions of Army and Air Force
personnel records. According to a recent
article on Ancestry.com, the [ost files covered
80 percent of Army members who were
discharged, retired, or who died in service from
late 1912 through 1959, and 75 percent of Air
Force personnel separated from service since
the branch[3 inception in 1947 through 1963.0]

So what can you do to obtain or recreate the
information about your ancestor(s WWI|I
experiences? A May/June 2009 Ancestry
article provided some suggestions:

Check with the National Personnel
Records Center (NPRC) at
http://www.archives.qov/st-
louisg/military-personnel/. Records for
about 6 million military personnel
discharged before 1946 were not |ost.
All Navy and Marine records are
available. NPRC also stores medical
treatment records of retirees from all
services, as well as records for
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dependent and other persons treated at
naval medical facilities.

Talk to your relatives who served or
surviving family members. The veteran
may have kept personal copies. If not,
they probably have stories they(d like to
share. Take anotebook, camera,
camcorder, etc. Y ou may be able to get
pictures, diaries, letters and many other
types of itemsto fill in information on
your veteran.

Determine if your veteran filed
discharge and/or separation papers with
the local county recorder(s office as
directed by the U.S. government.
Search [strength-accountability
recordsC](e.g. muster rolls) or files of
published orders, circular, or bulletins at
the National Archives.
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served in WWII, including Dad and his
three brothers.

Check Ancestry.com and Footnote.com.
Both have digitized military records. |
found enlistment forms for Dad and his
two brothers who were in the Army on
Ancestry.com.

Have fun with your research.

Sandy is researching the WWII experiences of
her Dad and his three brothers Ofrom right to
left Paul, Jim, Dick and Clyde (Sandy[s Dad).

Other ldeas that | e had success with:

Do a Google search for units and/or
fields that your veteran served in.
Many military organizations have
websites and retiree groups. Y ou may
be able to connect with someone who
knew your veteran. |[e met Air Force
retirees who knew my Dad [
unfortunately, none from WWII, but
some from Vietnam. Also, through an
Internet search, | was able to obtain a
picture of the Army chapel where my
parents were married in August 1943
and pages from atraining yearbook]
that listed by Dad and showed life on an
Army pilot training base in WWIL.
Visit places where your veteran served
or fought. Some former military bases
have museums, including Lowry in
Denver. Nothing can compare with
walking where your veteran walked.
Write to and/or visit county historical
societies and lilbraries. The historical
society for my Dadl$ hometown had
information on individuals who had

This search tool is
Google,s digitized collection of millions of books
from libraries, universities and publishers from
around the world. The books are those in public
domain, copyrighted and out-of-copyrighted
materials. Google Books gives you the opportunity
to browse books online. To begin searching, just
click on Google books on the left arrow on the
Google toolbar.

You will search Google Books with the same tips |
gave you in the last newsletter.

[(Bearch this bookO | specifically wish to look at
pages with my relative “Nathan Chandler, on them.
After searching, | can view every page where
*Nathan Chandler, is mentioned in this book. This
is very helpful in large books.

Google Books allows you to search millions of
books very easily. You can expect to find important
things in little-known and unexpected places. My
unexpected find came by searching °Primrose,
Wisconsin,, a small township in Dane County and
the home of several relatives in the 1800s. The first
book listed was:

°The Story of Primrose, Wisconsin, 112 pages,
1895. This book gives an up-close and personal
tale of the early ersidents of Primrose. Before |
read this book, | knew my Ketchum family had lived
there from 1850-1878. My great-grandmother had
written that her grandmother, Asenath Ketchum,
had left Wisconsin in 1878 and moved in with her
family in lowa. That was all we knew. This book
told a more fascinating story:

*The great tornado that swept through the town of
Primrose on May 23, 1878, was the most appalling
calamity that has ever fallen upon its

inhabitants .Its duration was but a few moments,
yet in that time, three lives were lost in Primrose,
many persons were injured, and an immense
amount of property destroyed.[] There on the south
side of a hill stood a house belonging to Mrs.
Ketchum. It was taken bodily from the foundation
up the hill north and left in a little niche in the woods
northwest from its starting point fifteen rods. The
family escaped by going to the cellar.,

What a great find! And all by searching Google
books for FREE. Tryit. You never know what you
might discover!
