How to Read Office 2007« New Formats

Recently, | received an attachment to an email that
| could not open with the programs | currently had
on my computer. The attachment was in a .DOCX
format. However, | was able to open it using
Google Daocs. It was very easy. | am reprinting a
portion of an article from Dick Eastman[s Online
Genealogy Newsletter 7 June 2009. You may read
the entire article at http://www.eogn.com.

"Did anyone ever send you a file in .DOCX format?
Or one in .XLSX format or .PPTX format? These
are new file formats introduced in Microsoft Office
2007. Of course, opening such a file is trivial if you
use Office 2007, but most people do not. Most
computer users rely on older versions of Microsoft
Office or on word processors made by other
software companies. Trying to open a .DOCX or
XLSX or .PPTX was impossible for most people.
However, you now have options.

All operating systems:

The easiest and perhaps the best option is to use
either the free Google Documents program or the
free Zoho Docs program. Both of these are web-
based applications that require no installation at all.
Both are available online within a few seconds, and
both are easy to use. You can quickly and easily
open a .DOCX or an .XLSX spreadsheet in either of
these applications, then select [(Bave Asl .(0To
save in .DOC, .XLS or some other format you
prefer. Once saved in .DOC or .XLS format, you
can then download the file and use it in your normal
word processor or spreadsheet program. Google
Docs is the more popular service at
http://docs.google.com, although | prefer Zoho Docs
at http://www.zoho.com. Zoho Docs has a few
more features and capabilities than does Google
Docs. Both are available free of charge. Both work
well with Windows, Macintosh, Linus, and other
modern operations systems.

Use of Witnhesses
by Pat Purcell, Workshop
Leader

The term Witness¥must be used in a very broad
sense. It can include participant, attendee, witness
to an event, or even a non-witness. Maybe we can
use this feature to signify something that happened
during the life of the person. Here are some
examples | use:

Obituary O1 created a tag just for entering
information on an obituary. | use the witness
feature to list all people that were mentioned in the
Obit, meaning relatives that are surviving and also
those that are stated as predeceasing the subject
person. And, occasionally, non-relatives such as
Pall Bearers are listed that may be of interest.
When | next look at the person (the witness), | can
use the fact that they are mentioned in an obit to
know if they were still living and often where they
were living as many obits have that included. This
has helped me many times find more information on
a person. When setting up the tag, | created the
following role:

[W] was listed in the obituary of [P1] <and [P2]>
<on [D]> <published in the [L]>

Death 00On this standard tag | use the witness
feature to signify that a spouse has become
widowed. | also use it to signify that children have
lost a parent because to me that can be a major
situation in a personis life. To do this, | created
some new Roles for a witness. These rolls | call 1-
Widowed, 2-Child of mother, and 3-Child of father.
The standard sentences | wrote for them are
respectively:

1-[W] became a widower after the death of his wife,
[PG], <[D]> <[L].> <She was [A]>,

2-[P1], mother of [W], died<on [D]> <in [L]><[PG]
was [A] at the time of her death><.[M]>, and

3-[P1], father of [W], died <on [D]><in [L]><[PG]
was [A] at the time of his death><.[M]>
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Note that the widow line will automatically change
based on the gender of the deceased person. This
is explained below.

Burial 01 use the witness feature to identify those
who | know attended the funeral service and/or
burial (one may be private but many may have
attended the service which | include). | will also use
it to list those that might normally have made the
funeral but did not or could not attend. This could
include a very sick relative that canfiltravel or a
person in the military on assignment, etc. | use the
default sentence for those that attended the funeral.
Here is the sentence | use to indicate those that
should have attended, but could not: [P1] was
buried <[D]> <[L]>. [W] was not able to attend these
services. The role | created for this | just called
Event.

There are several other areas where | actively use
the witness feature. Some are: graduation service
attendees, wedding attendees, reunion attendees,
baptisms or christening attendees and for census
information for each household. Iih sure that there
are other uses our TMG users have found.

| mentioned that | create new roles in the witness
section of atag. To do that, first Click on Tools on
the TMG screen and scroll to Master Tag Type List.
Move down the list of tags to the one you want and
then select it by a double click which opens the Tag
Type Definition screen. In the top center of the
screen, click on the tab for Roles and Sentences.
Here you will see the default roles for the witnesses
on this tag. On the lower left is the choice for NEW.
Once you click on that and enter the name of the
new role you are creating, you can write, or change
the default sentence you want. There is also the
opportunity to write a different sentence based on
gender like | mentioned for Widow. (The gender
sentence option eliminated the need for a separate
widow AND widower tag.)

| hope this gives you some ideas on the versatility
of TMGIS witness feature. Its use is not limited and
can be different for each user. If you have any

DNA Workshop
h:\\\‘?\' by Earl Beatty, Workshop
p Leader

When commercial testing of
DNA for genealogy first became available, a group
of Minrelated¥Beattys were already engaged in
cooperative research. We used e-mail to discuss
whether such testing would help us. Oxford
Ancestors was offering a 10-marker Y chromosome
test. We decided that it was too early to get into the
new technology. In 2002, we decided to jump in to
get some experience. Family Tree DNA was
offering a 12-marker test, but by the time we got our
order in it had expanded to 25-markers. Eight of us
bought the test at about the same time and
discovered that seven of us shared a long ago
common ancestor who almost certainly lived since
the widespread adoption of surnames.

Recognizing that we needed more samples, we
started recruiting other Beatty men. A problem was
that none of us knew anything about genetics. |
volunteered to be the administrator of the project,
and started learning about the genetic part of the
interpretation. Several women became interested
and got test samples from fathers, brothers and
husbands. One of the early things we found was
that the spelling of our surname was a very poor
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guide to ancestry. It turns out that about 70% of the
Beatty men tested were in the group with a distant
common ancestor. By following the traditional
genealogy of the tested men, knowing that the trees
converged, we determined that a large fraction of
the Beatty men of America were descendents of
men arrived as part of the Scots-Irish migration.

A couple of years ago, | volunteered to organize a
CIG workshop on genetic genealogy. The rationale
was that the central theme of CIG was the
application of technology to genealogy. When CIG
was first organized, the major application of
technology was the use of computers in organizing
genealogical data. The scope has now expanded
to the use of computers in finding data; the use of
computers to create, modify and organize pictures;
and the use of computers to learn things about
ancestry using DNA testing.

Genetic genealogy is very dependent on computers
for both generating and manipulating the data. For
a field that is only nine years old, the advances
have been striking. The DNA testing must be done
by specialized labs, but interpreting the data for
genealogy is intensive and, of course, different
families have different problems. Cooperation is
both useful and essential. Fortunately, not all
members of a research team have to know all the
angles. The CIG DNA workshop attempts to
provide background information to help beginners
know their way around the technology, and to
provide a personal forum for researchers to
exchange ideas. Almost all of the data and
conclusions are normally communicated by use of
the Internet, but for some things direct contact with
others is helpful.

Genetic genealogy provides tools for peeking over
the proverbial brick wall. The information gained is
not so certain as that from the study of documents,
but it has the advantage of being able to look dimly
a long way back. This process works much better
in some families than in others, and the more
successful efforts can be quite spectacular.

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Falmgkzrfe FTM 2010 Initial Review

FTW is Family Tree Maker older versions from v. 5
to v. 16 (a.k.a. 2006)

FTM is Family Tree Maker versions 2008, 2009 and
2010

Desktop is the Screen you see on your computer

My recommendation: Now is the time to change
your Genealogy program to Family Tree Maker
2010. Itis a complete program with Elegant and
Unique Features. It will enhance your genealogical
data quickly and easily.

Elegant Features include: connecting to the
Internet, auto-searching for possible matches,
downloading data from the match at Ancestry.com
(subscription required), resolving geographical
place names and spelling in all data entries made in
previous genealogy files.

Users of FTW or other genealogy programs must
reorient to the new FTM desk top and learn the
methodology of search, add, edit, change and print.
Users with older CRT or flat screen monitors will
wish for wide screen format. The help function is
refined and thorough. By resizing the help screen
and the FTM desk top, instructions can be viewed
while working in the program. The Official Manual is
valuable.

Expect to spend time to change over. With a
subscription to Ancestry.com, you will access data
on the family now in your file, and for new
individuals located by FTM and Ancestry. You will
want to resolve the place names, move descriptive
material in fact fields, and spellcheck.

Details

At first glance, FTM is complex. The FTM desktop
has several panels containing much more
information. Using a tab or a button changes the
work space. With the additional panels, adding
entries, editing, or gathering is easy.
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The choices in FTM (button bar) categories are:
people, places, sources, web searches, etc.
Changing choice changes the desk top. If Publish is
chosen, a document menu appears in a panel on
the left of the screen. These are grouped by
category: Charts, Genealogy reports, etc. Each
report has an icon of the reports which can be
selected. The default choice is charts in the opening
Publish desktop panel. Clicking on the chart type
generates the chart. Once generated, the choices
of contents, format, etc. are extensive. There is a
new sizing function which helps make the chart fit
the user(s needs and printer.

In all of the desktops and data entry processes
there are new execute buttons: Create, Print, Print
Set Up, Share, etc.

The program is not intuitive or easy to use at first
glance. But once the desktops with many buttons
become familiar, FTM is an efficient and excellent
Genealogy program. By manipulating the margins,
the desktop can be reduced to the familiar Family
Group Sheet if the user prefers.

Some new and useful features:

1. FTM attaches directly to Ancestry.com (Internet
required) from an individual on a Family Group
Sheet. The program inserts data from the
individual's file into the Ancestry search engine and
then lists appropriate data files with possible
matches. The matches are a ranked selection of
documents. The selection can be screened by the
user. When an appropriate document is chosen, a
merge data function opens a user-controlled
sophisticated merge process and academic level
sources. The new data is merged into the user’s
date base. This turns a O hour +/- process into a 5
to 10 minute search, retrieve, enter and source.
(Subscription to Ancestry.com is required for the
merge feature, but the available records can be
seen with public access to Ancestry).

2. FTM has a powerful media storage system
(stored pictures, documents). FTM builds a media
file from media stored internally in existing FTW
files. FTM also links directly with existing media
files: photos and scans on the computer hard drive
or external drives. In FTW, definition of photos
stored was sufficient for thumb nails and FTW
printouts. Now the pictures and documents are
imported with high definition.

3. FTM builds complex reports and collections of
reports (books). All previous reports and processes
now in place, as well as Sources and Notes can be
imported into books and family group sheets, etc.

4. FTM has superb geographical and place name
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rationalization. Cities and towns, street addresses,
cemeteries and lots, and Universities, etc. are
accommodated in the fact and place program. After
the Fact (e.g. birth) date, place (city, county, state),
an additional field, "description" is available.
Examples for use of this field are: Church or hotel
name for a marriage, Cemetery and lot location for
a burial, and the school or university and/or degree
(e.g. University of Colorado: BS Education).

In the Place mode (Internet required), a map is
displayed of the town. The map (from Google
Maps) is displayed as a road map, a contour map
or a combination. The detail can be varied from a
few blocks (street map) to a country or continent.

5. FTM spellchecks as entries are made. After
loading an existing genealogy file, the user can
spellcheck the entire file. | recommend using a
dictionary or gazetteer before accepting a choice or
adding a word to the dictionary.

Workshop Program

| will demonstrate many of these new features at
the October 12 workshop. | recommend a full CIG
program on FTM 2010. If scheduled, | will request
a presenter from Salt Lake. At a full-demonstration
program, the members can see the FTM unique
features.

One error in the
following report was: [(The birth date occurred before his/her mother was thirteen.¥ This error message led me
to more research and a conclusion that the husband had been married previously and/or the child had been
born to a different mother. Another error report showed that | had added a tax record date of 1825 for a person
born in 1837.

| have been able to use the Data Errors Report to identify and quickly correct information and/or target additional
research.
